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Article 1

Name of League

Section 1:
The name of the League shall be known as the Bushkill Valley Quoit League.

Article 2

Officers and Duties

Section 1:  
The officers of this league shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section 2:
The term of office shall be for one year.

Section 3:
The President shall preside at all meetings and shall have general charge over all the affairs of the League, and shall appoint all committees.  The President shall be authorized to act in the best interest of the League at any time.

Section 4: 
The Vice-President shall perform such duties as may be assigned to him or her and, in case of death, disability or absence of the President, the Vice-President shall perform and be vested with all the duties and powers of the President.

Section 5:
The Secretary shall keep a record of the minutes of the League Meeting, and shall give required notice of all meetings, also the records and papers of the League, which at all times will be the property of the League.

Section 6:
The Treasurer shall collect and bank all monies collected, and shall keep records of all monies received and expended by the League, and he or she shall have authority to write League checks, co-signed by the President.  He/ She shall have custody of League players list.

Section 7:
 Officers will be elected before the annual Banquet-Meeting.

Section 8:
All bills shall be presented for approval at any League meeting.

Section 9:
Any officer missing three (3) consecutive regular meetings without a reasonable excuse, such as sickness or working, will be automatically dismissed of his/ her duties.

Section 10:
In the event of storm creating hazardous traveling conditions or for any other reason, the President will have the authority to cancel all scheduled games, no exceptions, by telephone or radio (approximate time 6:00 to 6:30 p.m.).

Article 3

Meetings

Section 1:
Meetings to be held at the call of the President.

Section 2:
A quorum of at least six (6) of the League managers and/ or officers must be present to conduct a regular or special meeting, promptly at 8:00 p.m.

Section 3:
Each manager or his/ her representative shall have one vote.  The President is to vote in case of tie only.  No team can cast more than one vote.

Section 4:
Any amendment or changes in these by-laws must be made at a regular or special meeting and approved by a majority of the teams in the League.  (To be read at three (3) meetings.)

Article 4

League Entry, Entrance Fee and Expenses

Section 1:
The League shall never be operated with more than twelve (12) teams on the roster.

Section 2:
Any club or organization may apply for entry in the Bushkill Valley Quoit League.  All applications for entrance into the League shall receive equal consideration.

Section 3:
No teams may be added to the League unless a vacancy exists.  The team having first filed a request for entry shall have preference but first must be accepted at a League meeting (either regular or special) by a majority vote of team managers.

Section 4:
The entry fee in the League shall be $10.00 per team, per season.

Section 5: 
Any team dropping out of the League before the end of the season forfeits all games played previously and all rights associated with the League for the season of that particular year.

Section 6:
Bills and expenses of the League shall be paid from the guarantee deposit and proceeds from League projects made by all teams of the League; also the cost of trophies purchased by the League shall be pro-ratably borne by all clubs who are in and who are entered in and who are members of the League and, in like manner, deducted from guarantee deposits.  Any team not participating in League projects can be expelled from the League with the team in question not having a vote.

Section 7:
When notified, the Treasurer is given the power to buy flowers in case of death of a quoit player or his or her spouse.

Section 8:
A $5.00 fine will be assessed on any team not having a representative present at a meeting.

Section 9:
The League is non-profit and exempt from state and federal sales tax.

Article 5

Players

Section 1:
Each team will be allowed a players list of sixteen (16) players, which includes managers and captains.  This list to be handed to the League Treasurer at a time to be set by the League.

Section 2:
All managers must have roster in duplicate; one to be sent to the League Treasurer and one kept by the home team.

Section 3:
No player is transferable or new players cannot be signed after December 31st.

Section 4:
Player transferred or new players signed must wait seven (7) days to be eligible.  Postmark to be considered last day or telephone call.

Section 5:
Any manager, after the deadline for signing players, finding him or herself with ten (10) or fewer players may appeal to the League to sign new ones.  He/ she must present their names at a meeting and such players will become eligible after a majority vote of the other managers.  The players named as ineligible shall not be eligible for further play in the League the balance of the season.

Section 6:
Managers must submit a list of released players to the Treasurer.  All new players’ names must be given to the Treasurer of the League.  New players may be permitted to play seven (7) days after signing (postmark considered last date or telephone call).

Section 7:
It shall be a League violation to offer inducement of any kind in order to obtain players.

Section 8:
Any manager or player found guilty of offering or receiving an inducement of any kind shall be expelled from the League for the balance of the season and must appear and be accepted the following season by a majority of the managers before reinstatement.  All games forfeited in which manager or player participated.

Section 9:
Any member using profane language and showing unsportsmanlike conduct shall automatically be put out of the game.  Any further dispute on the matter to be settled at a regular or special meeting of the League.

Section 10:
Any quoit player playing in any other league except a church league is not eligible in the Bushkill Valley Quoit League.

Section 11:
Any player on the roster is eligible to play at any time, be it a regular game or a playoff match.

Section 12:
All players must sign a players’ contract and shall in turn present contract containing his or her signature to the manager of the team he or she wishes to pitch with.  The manager of this team must present contract to the League Treasurer who will retain contract as long as player remains on said team.  Upon request of player, the manager must obtain contract from Treasurer and present same to player, who in turn must present it to the manager of any other team he or she wishes to affiliate with.

Section 13:
All managers must surrender contract upon player’s request and failure to conform with this ruling will have said player removed from his or her roster by the President and said player will be declared a free player.

Section 14:
If a player signs two (2) or more contracts and they are received by the Treasurer, the player will not be eligible to play until released by all but one manager and must wait seven (7) days to play.

Section 15:
Any player signing two (2) or more contracts at the beginning of the season shall be considered a member of the first team he or she plays with.

Section 16:
Any player must be 21 years of age.

Section 17:
Any member who has not paid for his Banquet ticket or tickets will be disqualified from the League until said money is paid.

Article 6

League Regulations

Section 1:
Sixteen (16) ounce rubber quoits are to be used on regulation slate quoit boards and all quoits to be purchased from same house and same make.

Section 2:
Distance, eighteen (18) feet from hob to hob, hob must be four and one half (4 ½) inches or four and three quarters (4 ¾) inches high, diameter of hob not less than five-eighths (⅝) inch and no more than three-quarters (¾) inch and no more than three-quarters (¾) inch thick on all quoit boards.

Section 3:
Two (2) sets of boards will be held open for the visiting team at all times before all match games.  There will be no tying up of all boards by the home team.

Section 4:
All players must have tip of shoe parallel to front of board.  (Managers should instruct their players accordingly in order to eliminate any dissension among the team or players.)

Section 5:
Regular scheduled matches to be played Thursday night.

Section 6:
All games or matches to start at 8:00 p.m. and not later than 8:30 p.m.  In case there are not eight (8) players present by game time (8:30), a time limit of fifteen (15) minutes grace be given that team.  At the expiration of this time a forfeit may be called unless agreed upon by the managers.

Section 7:
In the event that only seven players are present at the start of any game, the seventh player must walk and eighth spot left open to be filled if another player enters.

Section 8:
If a home team postpones a match, the home team must play whenever the visiting team wishes on visiting team floor within fifteen (15) days.  If date is not set within ten (10) days, officials will set date of match.

Section 10: 
Due to inclement weather, games will be made up after regular season if needed.

Section 11:
Managers must give other team managers twenty-four (24) hours notice of postponement of match, except by mutual agreement or Act of God.

Section 12:
Each manager or captain shall submit players’ list of the match on separate sheet of paper to the scorekeeper before the start of each match.

Section 13:
Any player withdrawn from a quoit match must either stay out of the match or re-enter in the same position as before his withdrawal.

Section 14:
All players must complete round after once starting the same.  No substitution can be made until the round is complete;  exceptions to this rule to be made in case of emergency only.

Section 15:
During a match game, any change of the lineup must be so recorded at the time, and before the next game is begun.  The score sheet must be made in duplicate.  Any infraction of this ruling will call for an automatic forfeit of the match.

Section 16:
All quoits that touch the floor shall be declared Dead Quoits and they must be removed from the board before the next quoit is thrown.  All Dead Quoits shall be removed from the board by partner of player that made the pitch.  Quoits hanging over, or hanging from any part of board, shall be counted as a point if no part of quoit has touched floor, except quoits hanging on corner or on handle of board in vertical position shall be declared Dead Quoits.

Section 17:
All Dead Quoits (any quoit hitting the floor) must be removed from the board.  If this is not done, any quoit that touches the Dead Quoit is also Dead.

Section 18:
A leaning quoit against the hob is regarded closer than a quoit flat on the board against the hob.  Two (2) leaning quoits will be considered a tie.

Section 19:
Any dispute arising between the managers that cannot be settled satisfactorily shall be brought before the League for settlement.

Section 20:
In the event of a protest, the protesting team must send a written report to the President not more than 48 hours after the game.

Section 21:
A ringer must circle the hob.

Section 22:
 The President shall notify each team manager of the remaining teams not involved in the protest and they shall send a representative from their team and he or she shall be allowed one (1) vote in deciding the protest.

Section 23:
Any new team entering the League must have their lightning system and floor approved by the League officers, or an appointed committee.

Section 24:
If a player starts match or game in wrong position, game and score will stand as played.  It is a player’s responsibility to see that he or she is in correct position.

Section 25:
In the event a team has only eight (8) players at a match and one (1) player is taken ill or any other emergency arises compelling a player to leave the match, the match may continue with odd man walking each round (playing at both ends).  If a player who left game or match because of illness or emergency reasons later returns to the match, he or she may pitch only in the position he or she vacated.  If more than one (1) player on a team is forced to leave game or match because of illness or emergency, leaving six (6) or less players on any team, the game or match will be postponed and will be replayed at a later date to be decided by the team managers.  If the match is stopped in the middle of a round, the entire round will be replayed.

Section 26:
If a player “follows through” after the pitch, it is allowed, providing the quoit leaves the player’s hand before his or her forward foot makes contact with the floor.

Section 27:
The League season shall consist of an approved number of games, each team in the League playing each other an approved number of times.

Section 28:
Managers of all home games must notify the appointed League reporter, results of that night’s match, deadline 11:00 p.m.

Section 29:
In the event of a tie for any of the playoff positions at the end of the season, or in the playoffs at the end of the season, a sudden death game will be played on either floor with a toss of a coin, with mutual agreement between said managers.

Section 30:
Talking across the boards to indicate what pitch to make to partner is prohibited.

Section 31:
The duties of the appointed investigating committee shall be to inspect and report on the location, room, quoit equipment, lights, floor space and other facilities of all teams requesting entrance into the League, the committee to consist of three (3) members and they are to be appointed no later than the first seasonal meeting.

Section 32:
Tie matches.  In the event of a tie match, if after three (3) extra rounds the tie has not been broken, the managers, with mutual agreement, can either continue playing until tie is broken or set up a continuation at a later date.  If mutual agreement cannot be reached, officers of the League will settle the dispute.

Section 33:
Bushkill Valley Quoit Tournaments.

All Tournaments:

1A
Singles & Doubles – A & B Division, only

2B
Doubles (Pick from Hat) – Both Divisions

3C
Singles & Doubles – Both Divisions

4D
Points only – Both Divisions

Rules:

1. Singles & Doubles (1A) A – B Division only, players will be picked seeded at managers meeting.

2. Singles & Doubles (3C) Both Division.  Rule #1.

3. Picks for finals at Maennerchor will be held approximately 12:30 p.m. for tournaments 1A and 2B.

4. Once a player or players are seeded, no change in seeding can be made at tournament.

5. Seeded player or players who are no shows at tournaments, opponent player or players will receive a bye.

6. Preliminary rounds will be played, regardless of no shows for seeded players or players. 

7. Replacements:  Player or players can replace seeded player or players for semi-finals.

8. Replacements for finals will only be permitted for such cases as in death in family or seriously ill member of family of players.

9. Replacement player or players can only be individual who did not participate in tournament.

10. Starting times for tournaments 1A & 3C will vary.  Preliminary rounds will start 12:30 p.m.  Main rounds will start 1:00 p.m.  Rule #10 applies to all floors except I.A.P.C., preliminary rounds at 1:00 p.m., main rounds at 1:30 p.m.  If not there by starting time, they forfeit entire tournament.

11.   Final seedings picks will be held at the Maennerchor at 12:30 p.m. for 1A – 3C.

12. Semi-finals for 1A – 3C floors will be pre-approved at managers meeting.

13. Players:
@32 players, three places awarded.

@64 players, four places awarded.

@Less than 64 players but more than 32 players, see Rule #13.  Preliminary rounds will be played if necessary.  1A; 2B; 3C; 4D will abide by Rule #13.

14. Doubles (2B) (Pick from hat) and point tournament (4D) will be held at Maennerchor.

15. Names will be submitted at managers meeting for 2B & 4D.  Drawing for seeding will be held at Maennerchor approximately 12:30 p.m.  Preliminary round will start after draw of seeded players if necessary.  Main round will follow.

Special Rules:

1A:
All players must toe front of quoit board.  Player or players not complying, it will be up to opponents to bring it to the judges’ attention who run the tournament.

2A:
If a judge rules a player for not toeing the front of quoit board, the quoit will be removed.  In the event a quoit is hit out of original position, the quoit will assume a new position.

3A:
In the event that a quoit was to change position because of illegally thrown quoit, and would have effect on the outcome of quoit match, point or points will go to opponent.

4A:
For all tournaments:


Doubles 4 out of 7 

1A; 2B; 3C


Singles 3 out of 5

1A; 3C; 4D

Section 34:
Any team which forfeits two games in one season are out of the League, only with the League approval.

Article 7

Trophies

Section 1:
Trophies will be awarded to the first and second place teams as well as the winner of the play-offs and first and second division.

Section 2:
The All-Star game to be arranged between the team captains and the President.

Section 3:
Play-offs will be between teams Numbers 3 and 5 and teams Numbers 4 and 6 First Division, and teams Numbers 7 and 9 and teams Numbers 8 and 10 Second Division, playing a 2-out-of-3 sears.  The two winners of this round shall play a 2-out-of03 series and the winner of this round shall be awarded a special trophy.  In case of tie for position, one game shall be played.

Section 4:
Three game play-offs shall be played – one game home and one game away – and a flip of the coin shall determine floor of third game if necessary.

Section 5:
Any player putting on the fourth ringer shall receive a small trophy.
